	Conditions for Use of Turf at Wyong Hockey Complex.

Keys.

1. Keys to be picked up from booking officer, signed out and on return signed in.

2. Any lost / stolen keys to be reported immediately to the booking officer.

3. Keys are to be returned on or before the Grand Final of the Association that the Clubs are affiliated with.

4. Keys for representative training must be returned within one week of the State Championships.

5.
Clubs / Associations who do not return keys within the specified time may be charged a refundable key deposit of $100 for the following season.

on time as the keys may be going to be used the next morning.    

Using the Complex.

1. Entering the complex over or under the outside fence will incur a fine.

2. Climbing over or jumping the fence around the fields or practice pitch will incur a fine.

3. Players are to enter fields through side gates with shoe bath – no entry to field

through double gates for emergency vehicles. Fine applies.

4. If half field is booked then half field only to be used even if no one is using the other half.   

5. Half field bookings with lights means only lights to be turned on at the end of field being used. Exception is water turf. If half lights come on at opposite end of use then turn full field on.

6. Please keep time on field strictly to training time booked. Leave field immediately and have team talks off the field.

7. Water turf to be watered before entering field.  Watering to be done so that 

there is 10 minutes warm up. Full cycle takes 12 minutes. Instructions for

watering field in control room. For training use two water cannons at end of field and one central cannon depending on wind.

8. No training on sand turf  in match goal circles as nets are in place for both ends of the field. Fines will apply.

9. No training in match gaol circles by individual members. Fines will apply.

10. Training nets and moving goal posts must only be done by adults.

11. If goal posts are moved they must be returned to original match  position after training.

12. It has been noted that players, particularly in warm ups, are undercutting balls that then land in the car park.  There is no need for such shots.

13. 
Practice pitch is not to be used after sunset. Teams wanting to use for warm up

              have preference over casual users. Children must be supervised by adult.

14.      Goalies / backs are not to sit on back of goal.   ( Pulls and tears nets. )

15.       Rubbish to be picked up and put into garbage bins.

16.
Plastic chairs are to be stacked inside breezeway.

17.       After use lights to be turned off, toilets and gates locked. This applies even if the 

              Club / Association hasn’t unlocked. 

18.       Main gate – Central Coast Hockey lock to go through black chain then through 

              Council lock.

19.      The booking officer to be notified within 5 days if a Club / Association does not 

              train otherwise full fees are payable.

20.      Parents are reminded to supervise children at all times.

21. No glass to be brought into complex. Fines apply.

22. No smoking around perimeters of fields. No smoking along verandahs of  

complex or under awning within 10 metres of canteen.

23.
When Club is on duty in the canteen this duty includes serving but also washing

             drying, putting away and generally leaving the canteen clean and tidy for the 

              next Club.

Reminder to everyone that Central Coast Hockey Inc. depends on the profits of the canteen to help keep turf  costs as low as possible and to make improvements to the complex.

Competition.

1. Scoreboard to be opened.

2. Controllers in canteen and small esky with some bags of ice to be taken to dugout and scoreboard set up.

3.        Lights are to be turned on 15 minutes only before match. Not before.

4.        Players are not to enter field when dark and lights are off. No player is to enter 

              water turf until watered.                                                                         

5.        In closing - shut and lock scoreboards Controllers to be returned to canteen.

Lock dugout. Lights off. Lock toilets, set alarm and lock complex. 

6.       If alarm is not set or set incorrectly a fine of $70 will be imposed. Our insurance                    

             will not cover damage if complex is not locked or the alarm is not on.
